To pray is to
listen to the voice of God calling us ‘Beloved' and that voice excludes no one. It
is a privilege to pray for others around the world and it is privilege to pray for
each other.

God of tender mercy, we pray for the people of Sri Lanka. Comfort those who
mourn, be with the broken hearts, strengthen those who are injured and we pray
for your peace, justice, reconciliation and compassion.
